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 After a heart cry from 
the principal and teachers at 
Maghaway Elementary 
school in the hills of Talisay, 
where we have been con-
ducting feedings for the many 
malnourished children, we 
decided to conduct a dental 
mission with the goal of treat-
ing all the children.  
 The principal, Mr. 
Edwin B. Caparida wrote: 
“I’m very much worried the

said “QUALITY EDUCA-
TION” will only remain as a 
shadow that crops within our 
dreams. Poor dental condi-
tion among our kids is one of 
the primary concerns of the 
school which resulted to ha-
bitual absences in their re-
spective classes. Thus, it is 
also reflected in their report 
cards, their poor academic 
performance. For this reason, 
I humbly beg your benevolent 
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heart to please help us pro-
vide dental check-up among 
our children…  In this way you 
may be able to touch these 
children’s lives, dreams and 
future as they go along in this 
challenging world and help 
them become productive, use-
ful and value-laden individu-
als.”  
 Five Danish dentists 
from TUG (Dental Health with-
out Frontiers) together with up 
to 8 volunteer dentists from 
the Cebu and Talisay area 
treated 752 patients in the 8 
days the dental mission 
lasted. The patients were 
given full treatment in the form 
of restoration, extraction and/
or cleaning as well as free 
medicine and toothbrushes. At 
the Maghaway school instruc-
tion was given on how to prop-
erly brush their teeth. 
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The Channel of Hope together with one of the Danish dentists donated soccer balls and nets for the 
soccer goals at the Maghaway elementary school to give the children opportunity for fun P.E. 
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The KADVO Foundation lent us their dental 
equipment, Mr. Mario King from Nitos gave the 
use of the air compressor, Cebu Dental Society 
joined us every day with their mobile clinic bus, 
Mr. Joseph Espeleta from Federal North Hard-
ware, Inc. gave us the free use of his warehouse 
at Pier 4, YY and Co. gave us the use of a van, 
several restaurants sponsored the food and 
drinks, The Family Care Foundation, USA to-
gether with Glaxo Smith Klein and other local 
sponsors and TUG, Denmark funded the medi-
cines and materials. All these together with a 
host of local and foreign volunteers made the 
dental mission a big success.
